With a lavish bouquet of bold blackberry, dried anise and cedat, this wine fills
the mouth with flavors of dark, brambly fruit wonderfully integrated with French Limousin oak during our extended
aging process. This is a gracefully balanced Cabernet that can be decanted to enjoy today or cellared to treasure for
many years to come. Please note that the Trailside Vineyard is California Certified Organically Farmed (“CCOF”).

2005 Zinfandel
